III. Legislative Proposals 2006-2007

A. 2006-46-A
Official Visits-Do not support because we are concerned this is not accomplishing the goal of the proposal.  
B. 2006-46-B
Official Visits w/ Transcript to Clearinghouse- Support this legislation because it works toward the goal of not allowing for changes in transcripts that appear at the last minute.  There are concerns about international students and the clearinghouse being able to accommodate this change.  In addition there is concern about high schools that lack the resources to do this in a timely manner may puts some prospective student athletes at a disadvantage.  

C. 2006-60
Eligibility for Postseason competition between terms- Support this legislation.  
D. 2006-61
Eligibility for post season competition less than full-time- Support this legislation

E. 2006-65-A
Eligibility/ Core Curriculum Time Limitation +1- Support Legislation.  However there were concerns raised as follows; possible concern with taking core courses after high school graduation.  Will this be monitored by the clearinghouse?  
F. 2006-65-B
Eligibility/Core Curriculum Time Limitation- Do not support because with the increase to 16 core course credits, there is a need for one additional.

G. 2006-66 
Eligibility 2 year college transfers- Do no support.  We like the concept however credits transfer to different institutions as degree credit or remedial credit differently.  This may hurt a transfer students who do not know what institution they may attend once leaving the 2 year college.  

H. 2006-67
Four year college transfers discontinued/non sponsored-Do not support.  We agree with the cabinet that this legislation is not necessary because the cases are rare.  

F. 2006-68
Four year college transfers- 1time transfer from Div III only- Support this legislation because it gives transfers a better opportunity to graduate because they have to sit the year out. 
G. 2006-69
Four year college transfers eligibility for institutional athletically related financial aid- Support because it closes a loophole and students will be more inclined to leave eligible than ineligible. 
H. 2006-70
Permit financial aid to NCAA Degree Completion award- Support this legislation because it provides opportunity for graduation
I. 2006-82
No Missed classes or final exams during non-championship segment Field Hockey, Women’s Lacrosse, Soccer and Volleyball- Support this legislation because it takes pressure off the academic advisors moving exam dates.  There is some concern because it is not currently an issue and may have some coaches pressuring advisors to make sure classes do not conflict with their schedule.  In addition some students have classes that only meet once a week and why should a team be penalized for one students academic schedule.  

J. 2005-54
 Override Vote-
We do not support an override because students have fulfilled their obligation of graduation and should have an opportunity to move on if they feel it would be better.

K. 2006-104
Academic Performance Program-Support this piece of legislation because not everyone has preseason competition and it does not make the impact these penalties are going after.
